If you must use your cell phone to make or receive a phone call 
while in the library, go to the front vestibule, located between the two sets of sliding 
doors. Voice level of calls made in this area must be low enough so as not to disturb 
others. Refusal to comply with this policy will result in patron being required to leave the 
library.
